Q: What is this class?:
A: Theatre History is a hands-on course exploring important periods in the development of theatre. In this class, we will attempt to understand how theatre has evolved throughout time by exploring the art form within a larger social and historical context.  We will achieve this by participating in exercises, activities, and discussions and by reading and performing selections representative of the era explored.  By the end of this course, you will:

· Understand and appreciate the history of theatre 

· Demonstrate knowledge of larger social and historical contexts bearing influence on major eras in theatre history
· Consider your own philosophy of theatre
· Evaluate theatre’s relevance to society today
Q: What do I have to have?:
A: Theatre History Notebook—Students are required to have a 1 inch three ring binder specifically for Theatre History.  This binder should be clearly divided into three sections.  Those sections should be labeled:
Section 1: Objectives / Power Journals

Section 2: Notes / Class Hand-outs 

Section 3: Tests/Rubrics
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NOTICE: Notebooks will be periodically taken up and GRADED without notice, so bring them to class daily. You don’t want to lose notebook points! (15 pts per check)
